SCHOOL RULES AND RECOMMENDATIONS
TO PARENTS/GUARDIANS

. School rules are made for students to realise that in following
them they learn to respect every human being.

. Parents should study the school regulations and help their
children to follow them faithfully.

. Students should be habitually clean and always neatly dressed.
The School uniform should be worn on all working days and for
all schoolfunctions. Students who are untidily dressed or notin
proper uniform will face disciplinary action.

. No books {other than text books or library books), magazines or
news papers should be brought to the school.

. Tiffin Box, Project etc. will not be received by the school.

. Punctual and regular attendance is insisted upon. If a student is
absent due to iliness or any other valid reason, the Principal
should be informed about it immediately by a note from the
parent/guardian.

. Parents/Guardians are not allowed to walk into any class to talk
toteachers during school hours.

. Parents/Guardians can meet the teachers only at the specified
time and date.

. Students are not allowed to use the school telephone without
the permission of the principal. They will not be called to answer
phone calls during the school hours.

10.Students are expected to respect the property of others, this

includes the school property as well. No student should damage
any school furniture, write or draw anything on walls or in any
way damage things belonging to others. Damage done even by
accident should be reported and action deemed fit will be taken
immediately by the school authorities.

11.New Beersheba students should be polite in their behaviour

wherever they go. They should always remember that the school
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is judged by their conduct. They should greet their teachers

wherever they meet them. Bullying or using fowl language is a

punishable offence.

12. Students are not allowed to bring any sharp instruments such as
knife etc. to the school or any kind of object that can cause injury
to others.

13.The school will not be responsible for any loss of personal
items/goods. Students are advised not to bring any valuable,
such as expensive watches, pens, jewellery ete. to the school.

14. A student found indulging in any of the following practices will be
liable for disciplinary action:

{a) writing anything on walls/furniture or on the shirts etc.

{b) spittinginand around the school building,

{c) smoking anyform ofgambling, using drugs etc.

{d) rowdyism or rude behaviour, use of violence and vulgarity
in any form, practise of casteism, communalism or
untouchability,

(e} bursting crackers, throwing colours on each other or painting
faces within the school premises,

(f) carrying mobile phonestothe school,

{g) visiting small shops near the school premises.

15. Students using the school bus will maintain discipline in the bus.

16. The students will not instigate the other co-students or juniors to
any misbehaviour or any form of anti-school activity which will
bring disrepute to the school and spoil the career of the
concerned student.

17. Students will not boycott the orders, directions and instructions
given to them by the school authorities.

18. Students will not use any unfair means in examination.

19. Students (IX & X1) who fail in two subjects will not be promoted to
the next class.

20.The student will not do any act which will disturb the principle
and norms of school discipline.
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CODE OF CONDUCT FOR STUDENTS

Students are expected to be obedient and have to follow rules &
regulations of the school.

It is expected that the students will be punctual, regular,
attentive and sincere to their studies and assignments.

Itis highly commendable in a student to be a part of all curricular
and co-curricular activities.

It is expected of a student to exhibit exemplary behaviour in
school campus as well as outside.

Students are expected to come to school in proper uniform.
Caps, slippers, sandals, mufflers, stylish hair-cut, low waist
trousers & jewellery of any kind will not be allowed in any case.
Itis expected of students to speakin English in school campus.
Students are supposed to have with them their I-Card and school
almanac.

If a student is not in a position to attend the school, he/she

should send an application for leave stating reason and duly
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signed by parents.
9. No half day leave will be granted to any student. Only except in
case of any medical emergency or any grave family emergency.
10. It is the duty of bus student to board the bus. Serious action will
be taken if he/she leaves the campus without written
permission.

11.For every absence or being late a fine of Rs. 25/- per day will be
imposed. If a student misbehaves with fellow students or staff or
damage school property, disciplinary action will be taken against
him/her. Students may be issued yellow, pink or red cards. Issue
of red card can lead to expulsion of students from school.

12.Not more than 3 day leave can be sanctioned in a month. Beyond
three days student will be marked absent & fine of Rs. 25/- per
day will be charged. No leave will be sanctioned if attendance is
lessthan 75%.

13.Leave on medical ground can be sancticned provided that
student submit a photocopy of Doctor's prescription as well as
Doctor's Certificate for bed rest.

14.Students will not be allowed to come out of their classes to
deposit their fee during school hours. Fee should be deposited
bythe parentsinstead.

15.If a student remains absent from school for 3 days continues or
discontinues in a month without any reason, the name of the
student will be struck off the roll. Re-admission will not be done
normally. In special cases re-admission fee of Rs. 500/- will be
charged alongwith satisfactory explanation.

16.Chewing pan masala etc., quarrelling, fighting disobedience of any
kind inside or outside the school will be considered as gross
misconduct and the school administration reserves every right to
penalise astudent for that.

17.Bringing mobile phones, scooter, mobike, four wheelers to
school by students is strictly prohibited.

18.For every punishment there will be a negative marking. The
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negative points of a student along with the negative marking will
bereflected inthe report card.

19. Under no condition Is a student permitted to bring a Mobile
Telephone to the school. If confiscated, it will not be returned.

20.All should be careful not to litter paper or rubbish anywhere in
the school premises. They should use the bins provided for the
purpose.

21.Students, parents or any other person have no right to speak in
favour or against any employee of the school. They may tell their
problems or give suggestions. It is the right of the management
to consider it in the largerinterest of the institution and students.

22.All the students of IX, X, Xl & Xl have to appear in all the tests,
exams and preboards conducted by school. Students have to
prove that they are serious abouttheir studies.

23.0ral propaganda, groupism, use of print media or material,
electronic media or internet inside the school campus or outside,
which tarnishes the image of institution, management, staff and
students, will be treated as a very serious offence. Action
deemed fit will be taken against such students.

24.Wherever possible teachers may favour in internal assessment
including practical examination to those students of IX, X, XI & XII
who shows continuous improvement in their academic
performance.
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PUNISHMENTS

1. Breaking or violating any rule, the punishment for which willbe a
matter of decision of the school authority after observing the
gravity of the conduct and behaviour of the student in past. The
punishment inflicted will be final.

2. Achild who fails twice in the same class will not be permitted to
continue his/her studiesin the school.

3. The school reserves the right to rusicate or to take strict
disciplinary action against any student whose diligence or
progress in studies is constantly unsatisfactory or whose conduct
is harmful to other students.
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NOTE TO PARENTS

1. Kindly check the haircut, uniform, trousers, shoes and
punctuality of your ward in the morning.

2. Please see that your ward carries text/exercise books according
to the time table for the day. No extra books are allowed.
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3. Kindly ensure that he/she is prepared for the monthly tests. Also
see his/her report card and teacher's remarks in his/her class
work/home work exercise books and school diary.

4. Encourage your ward to take balanced interest in studies and
other activities of the school. Parents should make proper home
time table for all activities athome.

5. Book reading habit should be encouraged at home. Self study
habit is necessary rather private tuitions.

6. Children should not bring crackers, colours, transistors, cameras,
video cameras, calculators, mobile phones etc. to the school.
Bursting of crackers and playing with colours is liable to lead to
expulsion of a student from the school.

7. No student will be allowed to go home during school hours
without the written permission of the Principal/Vice Principal.
Only mother/father are allowed to take theirward.

8. Your ward should be instructed to be careful about his/her
possessions. There should be a name tag on blazers and
sweaters. Expensive articles should not be brought to school.
Students are not allowed to wear jewellery in school. In case of
violation of this rule, the articles will be confiscated. The school
bears no responsibilty for articles lost in the school. In case of a
loss, a letter giving details of the lost item may be sent to the class
teacher.

9. Report card will be given only on declared date, not on other
dates.
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ADMINISTRATION

Admisslon and Withdrawals.

1

To be admitted into Class |, a pupil must have completed five years
on 1st March of the current year.

. Admission to different classes in the school is granted purely on

merit basis, ascertained through a written test and interview for
classes IX & XI.

. The name and date of birth of a pupil, as record in the Admission

Register cannot be changed. Parents are advised to give the
correct date of birth of the child at the time of admission. In this
regard the birth certificate only from the municipality is
acceptable,

. No Pupil from another school will be admitted without a Transfer

Certificate. A Pupil coming from another state/district should
have his/her Transfer Certificate countersigned by the Inspector
of Schools (Except C.B.S.E. Affiliated Schools).
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5. Students who clear improvement/supplementary exam should
take admission within a week from the date of declaration of
result.

6. The school authorities reserve the rights to refuse admission
without assigning any reason.

7. Pupils leaving the school in the middle of the term must give a
month's notice ora month's feein lieu thereof.

8. Application for a Transfer Certificate shall be made in writing to
the Principal by the parent or guardian of the pupil 3 days before
he wants to take Transfer Certificate. Rs. 200/- will be charged for
the issue of a Transfer Certificate. No Transfer Certificate will be
issued unless all the dues are settled.

ASSESSMENTS AND PROMOTIONS
At the end of the session promotion to next higher class will be
granted to the students on the basis of the student's performance
that will be assessed throughout the year not only for academic
achievement ( through tests, exams, oral interview etc.) but also his
overall personality (punctuality, discipline, attitudes and various
kinds of skills}. It will provide a holistic picture of learner, Assessment
may also include projects/ Lab activities/ quizzes/ assignments
completion/ class work and home work/ neatness & upkeep of
notebooks and various co-scholastic activities.
It is compulsory to have 75% attendance. Students falling short of
attendance will not be allowed to appear for any school/board exam
& will be removed from the school.
All the students will be awarded both marks & grade for individual
subjects. Grades may vary from nine point scale to three point scale,
mentioned in the report card. In order to get promotion to next
higher class student has to secure minimum 33% marks in each
subject.
Class X| students are suppose to pass in theory and practical
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separately. In order to get promoted to Xl class, student has to attain
minimum 33% marks in individual subject and 40% an aggregate of
all the five subjects. Consistent neglect of any subject will not be
condoned.

Promotion will depend on the year's work and the final decision
depends entirely on the Principal's discretion.

Admission is no guarantee for pass. Students have to work hard to
get minimum passing marks for promotion.

SCHOOL TRANSPORT
The school has arranged buses for the conveyance of the students.
The routes/stops etc. are fixed in advance and it is not possible for
children to be picked up from their door steps or change the bus
routes/stops. Transport charges are fixed and are payable in advance
along with the school fee for the whole sessicni.e.12 months.
No request for withdrawal of bus facility will be entertained after

30th April.
There is no system of part withdrawal or one way charge.

DRESS CODE
Students must come to school in clean and tidy uniform
according to season. The uniform must be neat, clean and
ironed.
All are obliged to wear the proper school uniform under the
penalty of exclusion fromthe class.
Pants, pullovers and blazers must be of regular pattern and
colour Baggy/low waist pants are strictly prohibited.
Black shoes must be flat without heels and polished. Slippers/
sandals are not allowed.
Nails must be kept short. Nail paint is not permitted. Mehandi is
not allowed except with prior permission on special occasions.
Any kind of ornaments, i.e. bracelets, bangles, metal kada,
chains, metal studs, rings are not allowed to wear in school.
Gold ornaments are not allowed. Girls can wear small earrings.
Short hair for boys. Hair-cut should be decent. Fancy hair-cut is
not allowed. Ribbon/ hair-band compulsory for girls.
Students are not allowed to colour or highlight their hair.

10. Coloured dress is allowed only on Birthdays upto Class V and

whenever specified by the School.

11. Making tatoo on wrist/any body part is not allowed.
12, Action deemed fit will be taken against the students for violation

of dress-code ofthe school.
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ANTI-BULLYING POLICY OF THE SCHOOL

"Bullying" or "harassment” includes

& Cyberbullying

< Any act that is reasonably perceived as being dehumanizing,
intimidating, hostile, humiliating, threatening, or otherwise
likely to evoke fear of physical harm oremotional distress

¢ Any forms of retaliation against individuals who report or
cooperate in an investigation under this policy

Such behaviors are considered to be bullying or harassment whether

they take place on or off school premises, in aschool vehicle orat any

time or place where a child's imminent safety or overall well-being

may be compromised.

SPECIFICATIONS OF THE ANTI-BULLYING POLICY

The Anti-bullying policy includes

% Prohibition of every form of bullying, harassment, whether in the
classroom, on school premises, immediately adjacent to school
premises or when a student is travelling to or from school.

% If any incident of bullying or harassment results in substantial
disruption of the school learning environment, severe action will
be meted out against the defaulters.
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The School Administration expects students to conduct themselves
in a righteous manner in keeping with their levels of development,
maturity, and demonstrated capabilities with a proper regard for the
rights and welfare of other students, school staff and other
personnel who are associated with the school.

The School Administration will determine whether an alleged act
constitutes a violation of this policy. The Principal shall conduct a
prompt and complete investigation of each alleged incident after
which a report will be drafted. The parents of the students involved
shall receive written notice from the school on the outcome of the
investigation.

The School Administration prohibits reprisal or retaliation against
any person who reports an act of bullying or harassment or
cooperates in an investigation. The consequences and appropriate
remedial action for a person who engages in reprisal or retaliation
shall be determined by the administrator after consideration of the
nature, severity and circumstances of the act.

REMEDIALACTION

Consequences and appropriate remedial actions for a student who
engages in one or more acts of bullying or harassment may range
from positive behavioral interventions up to and including
suspension or expulsion, as set forth in the approved code of student
conduct.

All other members of the school community, including students,
parents, volunteers, and visitors are encouraged to report any act
that may be aviolation of this policy.

INTERNET POLICY

The Internet Policy is issued to regulate the use of the internet for

academic purposes only.

¢ Students are advised to abstain from posting or sharing
inappropriate material on social networking sites.

& Students should not engage in cyber bullying by posting email,
blogs, video footage, images, and photographs on social



networking sites, chat rooms, YouTube, SMS, MMS which are
violent, aggressive orthreatening, vulgar or obscene.

% Students should restrict themselves from sending or posting
information that is defamatory to the institution and to the
members of the school fraternity.

% Students should refrain from introducing malicious software
onto the network of the institution and / or jeopardizing the
security of the organization's electronic communication
systems.

STUDENT COMPLIANCE

Students are hereby directed to abide by all the policies as stated
above and understand that they are liable for suspension or
expulsion from the school should they violate any of the provisions
of these policies.
